We can also confirm:
e TOTAL cases of COVID-19 increased by 283 to 44,862 since yesterday’s (2/24) report. Of the 283 new cases, 232 were tested since 2/11/2021.
e ACTIVE cases of COVID-19 increased by 159 to 3,347 since yesterday’s (2/24) report.

e 72 county residents are known, as a result of contact investigations, to be in the hospital. Contact investigations have not been initiated on all reported
cases.

e 21,852 people have clinically recovered.

The Testing Positivity Rate for Montgomery County is 13%, down from 15% last week. This number is updated weekly on Wednesdays.
